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Barb's FAQ Corner

I'd like to send a
document stored in
CERF to someone who is
not a CERF user. What is
the best way to do this?

The simplest way to do this is
to export the document to
your local filesystem. Open
the My CERF tab and go to
the Local Files Pane. Select a
directory and click on Add to
Favorites. Simply drag the
document from the CERF
Tree to the directory in your
Favorites. Now you can
navigate to this location on
your computer and attach the
file to an email; the original
file and its audit trail are
secure in CERF.

Is there an easy way to
revert back to an older
version of a file?

You can always go back to a
previous version if a
document is under version
control. All previous versions
are available from the Version
History pane (in the Resource
Info tab). The file on the
Notebook page or in the
CEREF tree points to the most
recent version created from
that location. You can drag a
copy of the version you need
from the Version History to a
Project or Folder located in
the CERF Tree if you want to
display it there.
